At Leeds we have been tackling sustainable procurement by initially putting a number of building blocks in place, to properly implement and standardise the way that contract officers and procurers alike address sustainability issues in buying decisions.  To date, we have been working on the following areas:


SP Toolkit – we have developed our own model, which is being used in Corporate Procurement Unit.  A database has been developed to record the findings.


We are revising the environment questions asked in the PQQ, and are also developing guidance for the Contracts Officers and for suppliers.


We have almost completed our Green Buyers Guide, aimed at all council procurers.


We have held a number of training sessions/masterclasses to raise officer awareness and also plan to develop an SP module in future procurement training packages currently being developed.


We signed up to the Recycling Action Yorkshire programme.
