Josh Ryan-Collins is a researcher at nef (the new economics foundation) in the Connected Economies team which develops policies and new tools to create sustainable and resilient local economies.  His work focuses on sustainable procurement and commissioning and how money flows, in particular public spending, can be shaped to support local economic well being.  

Josh is leading nef’s work on the development of a new ‘Sustainable Commissioning Model’ (SCM) for locally provided public services, in partnership with Camden Council and funded by HM Treasury and The Cabinet Office.  Josh has presented the SCM to local authorities, Primary Care Trusts, Third sector organisations and national policy makers at conferences and run workshops on the model around the UK and Europe.  He his written on commissioning and procurement in The Guardian Newspaper and Public Finance Magazine.
