· We can also support public bodies that have already produced a case study but wish to apply more robust cost-benefit analysis to the work.

· Inspire public procurement professionals to take action on sustainable procurement

· Provide practical information for taking action

· Enable people to network with like-minded peers

Case studies

The case studies will provide a starting foundation of inspiration and practical evidence that covers the breadth of public procurement (e.g. policy, contracts, engagement, monitoring/evaluation).

· This offer of support is for yet-undocumented case studies or more robust cost-benefit analysis of existing case studies.

· The Sustainable Procurement Cupboard will ultimately provide a central resource where public bodies can create links to case studies they have already created.
