A group has been convened by NWDA to take forward the possibility of a BREW funded Sustainable Procurement co-ordination project.  This group is using the Open Strategy methodology facilitated by the NW Regional Assembly.

The NW NHS Suppliers Bureau has developed and market tested in partnership with NHS and HSE a Contractors Passport Scheme to facilitate improved contractor site security, behaviour and protocols, H&S, and Environmental Management at NHS locations. This has potential for harmonised standards at public sector locations.  At present controls, standards etc are implemented ad hoc.  This offers opportunity in terms of improving contractor behaviour (and therefore performance on social and environmental aspects of contract delivery).

	6. Progress in your region/organisation
	Following the convening of a loose Eastern Region ‘engine room’ Jane Waring and I were asked to scope a piece of work which would try to research what's currently happening in the region and what impact these developments are having.  We feel there's a need for this because although there is work going on e.g. Norfolk pilot, the Food project sponsored by the RCE-East, not much else seems to be visible.

For speed and return on effort we decided to concentrate on the 10 County and Unitary authorities and interview the head of procurement, sustainability officer (if one is in post) and a colleague from economic development.  We envisage a half day session with all three interviewed at the same time.  By doing it this way we may also learn the amount of cross organisation working there is by the mere fact they should each know what the other is doing.

In terms of the interview we wanted to provide interviewees with the background to the taskforce's report, raise awareness of the framework and also gauge in general how far they have got and any links that have been established with their wider corporate objectives.  In terms of questions we want to focus on the level 1 aspirations of the flexible framework and run through each element using the Delivery Checklist as a good basis for asking questions on what's happened so far, what's not and why and what's their plans for moving it forward.  We also want to explore what the authorities think is needed from organisations like the Government Office and the RCE in terms of support.  

So far this hasn’t progressed and I am waiting to confirm funding to complete this piece of work.  The RCE also continues to support Norfolk pilot project and will be attending their forthcoming workshop day with senior officers.

At Leeds we have been tackling sustainable procurement by initially putting a number of building blocks in place, to properly implement and standardise the way that contract officers and procurers alike address sustainability issues in buying decisions.
